Combined Workflow/Dataflow Diagram
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Examine the Problem Space
A 1995 to 2004 3000 sentinel events
occurred*
I 65% caused by communicationsbreakdowns
I Over 50% of the 65% occurred during handoffs

I Majority of adverse events due to ineffective
communication

A When transition/handoffs of:care occur:
I Change in provider or service
I Change In level of care
I Temporary transfer of care
