ÅDescribe the solution to a specific integration 

problem, and documents the system roles 

(Actors), standards and design details for 

implementers to develop systems that 

cooperate to address that problem. 

ïPIX: Narrowly scoped to describe how to link 

patient identifiers from different sources

ïPDQ: Find me the list of all patients with

ÅIHE Actors are responsible for producing, 
managing and/or acting on information in 
the context of an IHE Profile. 

ïAn Actor is defined in terms of its primary 
responsibility. 

ïEach IHE Profile assigns specific 
requirements to specific actors. 

ïOne Actor might participate in multiple 
Profiles

ïA product might implement multiple Actors
